 Take part in a work experience placement (for those aged 14-16) where you will spend a 

week with us learning about the organisation, taking part and completing the Bronze Arts 

Award. Through Arts Award young people learn to work independently, helping them to 

prepare for further education and employment. The programme develops creativity, 

leadership and communication skills.
